UPDATE FROM THE FIELD

¢+ Since January 1995, more than 15 thousand — and last year alone 1,566 — men, women and children
met Jesus, their Savior, through the evangelism ministry of ACM staff and Mission VVolunteers.

¢+ The Lord allowed us to regularly reach 2,700 children with teaching from His Word last year
through Christian Character Development classes in public schools in Uganda and Sunday school
classes in churches in Kenya, all lead by ACM staff.

+ In 2010 we recorded 916 medical treatments for orphans and desperately poor children, who are
supported by ACM; and God mercifully spared 754 lives by providing malaria treatments through
ACM’s Lugega Memorial Clinic! We thank you, God!

¢ Last year the feeding ministry served over 441 thousand meals to hungry children.

+ In 2010 we hosted 12 mission teams, totaling 50 volunteers from California to Pennsylvania.

BIOGAS SYSTEM

Our new biogas system, installed in 2010, is now fitted with
a gas line, regulators and connectors to link it to and provide
the proper amount of methane gas to generators, which will
produce electricity. The system will operate a compressor
for two walk-in coolers for milk storage in support of dairy
operations. Later on it will also serve in cheese production to
support the children’s ministry. Pictured at the right is
Randy Wilbanks, engineer of the project, holding the pipe
through which methane gas flows from the manure slurry PROPERTy
tank to produce the flame that will power the generators. 4 5=
